Overview:

Maitland Show is running the Young Farmers Challenge on Sunday 15.02.2026 the challenge allows people
aged 18 to 35 to genuinely contribute to the agricultural industry by showcasing their expertise in a series
of on-farm-based challenges highlighting the depth of knowledge and technical skills required in rural life
today.

What it’s all about:

- The competition is open to mixed teams of four between the ages of 18 and 35.

- Teams must have at least one representative from each gender.

- Each local winning team will then progress to the State Finals held at each state’s Royal Show.

- All state winners are then invited to the National finals; they will have the opportunity to be the
“Best of the best” across the country!

The Young Farmers Challenge is a great way for youth to get involved in their shows and engage with other
young people and industry leaders. It's a wonderful way to celebrate, support and recognise the future
leaders in agriculture.

Exhibitors Notes/Rules:

e This competition is open to teams of four people and must contain at least one male and one
female.

e Teams must enter via Showday online, one competitor must be nominated as the team captain.

e Competitors must be aged between 18 and 35 years of age on the day of the competition.
Competitors may be required to provide proof of age.

e All competitors must adhere to Safework principles, all competitors must wear a shirt with sleeves
(short or long), long pants and closed-toe shoes suitable for on-farm practical skills.

e | participate in the event and/or use the supplier’s facilities at my own risk.

e Each team will compete individually, and heats will be timed. Teams will be blinded to previous
heats.

e Every challenge must be completed correctly to move on to the next challenge.

e Each team will have a dedicated judge who watches every challenge you complete and will
determine when it has been completed correctly and safely. The Judge’s decision is final.
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e Any errors made will result in competitors having to re-do the challenge to complete it correctly, or
receiving a time penalty, based on the nature of the challenge. Teams can incur a time penalty for
safety breaches and disqualified in the event of multiple safety breaches and/or dangerous activity
that may have affected Competitors, Officials or spectators.

e Teamwork is encouraged to complete challenges.

e Competitors must be at the members room by 12.30 p.m. to attend the safety briefing and course
walk-through.
